Provides a well-developed and insightful opinion




Argues with efficient and relevant examples

Shows a complete understanding of the complex nature of the issue




Uses excellent language and sentence structure skills

8 Proficient

Provides a relevant and thoughtful opinion
Have strong arguments and examples to explain the issue Shows competent understanding of the issue
Clear writing skills

6 Satisfactory
Provides a straight forward and clear opinion
Gives simple examples and explanations, although not always well explained 
Generally addresses the issue
Writing style hinders explanations at times, while remaining generally clear
4 Limited

Opinion is confused or illogical in relation to the question
Examples and explanations are unclear or poorly developed

Discusses significance of topic with little clarity or accuracy





Writing style hinders explanations
2 Poor

Opinion is irrelevant and/or absent

Examples and explanations are inaccurate and incomplete
